You are invited to the Medicare Part-D (prescription drug coverage) Open Season Fair my office
is hosting for Medicare enrollees.  The event will be held on Tuesday, November 16, 2010, at
the Willie Cortez Community Center, 5512 W Military Drive, San Antonio, TX 78242-1107, from
10 a.m. to 2 p.m.    The Medicare Part-D Open Season is from November 15 – December 31,
2010.  During this time, people with Medicare can add, drop or change their prescription drug
coverage. They can also select a health plan for their 2011 coverage that would be the most
beneficial by covering the majority, if not all, of their prescriptions.     My staff
and representatives from the Medicare Dallas office, Social Security Administration (SSA) and
Agency on Aging/Disabled (Alamo Area Council of Governments) will be there to try to help you
identify the best prescription plan for you.  Please be sure to bring a complete list of your
prescriptions, with the most expensive medication listed first.
